Twenty years ago, inner southeast Portland faced

these issues. In the early 1980s, the Buckman

Community Congress brought together concerned

residents to discuss how they could address these

problems and create change in their neighborhood.

Out of this momentum, REACH Community

Development was formed and in 1982, REACH was

incorporated as a nonprofit community

development corporation.  

In the beginning, REACH

had one staff member, one

property, and an annual

budget of about $20,000.

The founders were con-

cerned about recreation,

educational access, com-

merce and housing,

which gave REACH its

name. In the two decades

since REACH was founded—

and in the face of increased

housing costs, rapid urban growth,

gentrification and social and political

change—REACH has not strayed far from these roots.  

REACH’s earliest objective was to foster commu-

nity economic development in inner-city Portland as

a community-based real estate developer for 

affordable housing. Today, REACH’s focus has

expanded beyond real estate to include tenant and

career services, youth programs, neighborhood plan-

ning and business district revitalization, senior home

repair, and volunteer opportunities. Our objectives

are to help residents build financial skills and inde-

pendence and to promote healthy neighborhoods and

commercial districts. At the heart of REACH’s work,

however, is the creation and preservation of afford-

able housing, which we view as the foundation of both

personal self-sufficiency and neighborhood stability.

Today, REACH’s work goes beyond inner southeast

Portland, to meet affordable housing needs in areas of

Portland that are currently underserved.

Over the past two decades, there has been an

emergence of many new community development

corporations in Oregon. As a recognized leader for

the CDC industry, REACH is actively involved with

local, state and national associations, advocating for

affordable housing and community development

interests. REACH has also been a model and mentor

for Oregon CDCs, providing training and consulting

to younger organizations. The award-winning

neighborhood revitalization and youth 

programs initiated by REACH serve 

as examples of creative and effec-

tive community development

strategies for others.   

It is REACH’s ability 

to respond to changing

dynamics and to take on

new challenges that has

laid the foundation for our

success. Regular strategic

planning based on surveys

and interviews with REACH

tenants, business owners, and

community stakeholders have

shaped our work and led to new program

development. Our efforts are enhanced through 

partnerships with service, neighborhood and 

business organizations to meet needs and build

stronger communities.  

We live in a different time than we did 20 years

ago. While much has changed, many of the issues 

facing us, such as unemployment and a need for

decent affordable housing, persist. REACH continues

as an activist organization with strong ties to the com-

munity. With the growth of our real estate portfolio

and array of programs, we have expanded our busi-

ness practices to include strong technical expertise

and comprehensive operation systems.      

In the next 20 years, we look forward to embrac-

ing new opportunities and challenges. The values that

have guided us in the past will help lead us into the

future. We remain committed to our mission and our

goals—to build dreams and develop the future.
